We hope that you have had an exciting and relaxing Easter. The children have been working extremely hard

this year and we are sure they will continue to do so leading up to our SATs tests in May.

A 'Curriculum map’ has been attached to the email outlining the topic areas in more detail and a further copy can
be found in your child's 'Home School Journal. English and Maths are taught on a daily basis whilst other
subjects are taught weekly, using a thematic approach. The English learning sequence includes aspects of

grammar, punctuation and spelling (SPAG). These areas outlined below will be studied in the summer term.

The pupils are taught Maths using the '‘Mastery approach’. Regular practise of instant recall facts such as
multiplication facts/related division facts, and concepts such as time that you can do with your child to
support their learning will be greatly appreciated.

This coming first summer half term in Maths, we will cover the following areas: ratio and proportion,
geometry/shape and statistics. We shall also be reviewing the areas of Maths covered so far this year,
including, fractions, decimals, percentage, area /perimeter, volume and algebra. During the second half of
the summer term, we will focus upon the four operations, with all aspects of previous learning linked in and
mathematical investigations/projects. Problem solving and reasoning aspects will be fully incorporated into
each of these Maths areas.

We have been using 'Times table Rockstars' throughout the school to support home learning. Please
encourage your child to use their log on, so they can become one of our 'speediest stars’ and continue to

consolidate and enjoy learning their multiplication tables.
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Your child's reading experience is much more than the reading book which comes home from school. Reading
is happening all the time in a classroom and in the school. It is taught in specific reading and English lessons,
but children are practising and using their ‘reading' constantly across all subjects too. Asa
parent/carer/grandparent at Hambleton you can support this through regular reading at
home. Reading alongside your child every evening/morning and by asking questions about what is read for at

least ten minutes can make a dramatic difference to a child's achievement within school. A child's reading



skills are important to their success in school as they will allow them to access the breadth of the
curriculum and improve their communication and language skills. In addition, reading can be a fun and
imaginative time for children, which opens doors to all kinds of new worlds for them. Studies show that
reading for pleasure makes a big difference to children's educational performance. Likewise, evidence
suggests that children who read for enjoyment every day not only perform better in reading tests than
those who do not, but also develop a broader vocabulary, increased general knowledge and a better

understanding of other cultures.

Below is a list of some ways in which you could support your child in their reading.

v' Give your child access to plenty of texts on many different topics and by a wide range of authors
who write in different styles, e.g. Roald Dahl, Michael Morpurgo o Anthony Horowitz.

v" Encourage discussion with your child when pronouncing new words if their reasonable attempt does
not sound correct.

v Broaden the vocabulary you use when speaking to your child and be prepared to clarify the
meaning of a wider range of words, modelling them within sentences.

v" Encourage your child to read silently o themselves but check their understanding of what they
have read after doing so.

v" Read difficult texts to your child and allow them the chance to listen and ask questions.

The weekly homework will be given on a Friday morning to be completed by the following Wednesday
morning. There will be time in class allocated to go through the homework in detail and for your child to
mark it. We will continue o use the CGP papers and homework books this term. Homework reinforces what
your child is learning in school, is a time for review/practise/consolidation and will always be related to

elements of the weeks learning.

Our PSHE (personal, social, health & economic education) theme for this half ferm is 'Relationships’. This

topic is about understanding ow to build positive, healthy relationships.

PE sessions this tferm will continue to place on a Friday afternoon and please continue to come dressed ready
for these sessions. An additional session will take place on a Tuesday afternoon for the following summer (1)
half term and please ensure that your child comes dressed ready in preparation for an outdoor session of non-
contact Tag rugby. Pupils will need to wear red t-shirt and black shorts / tracksuit bottom. For outdoor games
the children may also wear additional warm clothing suitable for the activity - appropriate footwear (trainers
or boots) and a change of socks are also necessary. No jewellery should be worn for health and safety reasons,
and earrings must be removed. If your child cannot remove their own, it would be helpful if they were to leave
them at home on days when they know they are doing physical activities. If your child has long hair, please
include a band so it can be tied back during PE sessions for health and safety reasons. Please remember to only
send water in water bottles to drink through the day - a hydrated brain is a happy and active one - and linked to

fast decision making!



We are really proud of the children in their efforts to achieving the 'Young Leaders Award' challenges.
Many children are completing the 'silver Award' and are ready to begin '‘Gold' this ferm. The award gives
